	Search engines need text to index your web pages, to determine the theme of your web site and to produce a site summary. They cannot read what is written on your graphical images or in a Flash movie. Google recommends to create a useful, information-rich site. Fresh, continuously updated content is one of the best ways to ensure that search engines return to your web site (and your visitors, too). Your web page "http://www.ytb.com/Default.aspx?wa=rosegoldtravel&AspxAutoDetectCookieSupport=1" contains 206 words which should be enough for the search engines.

	Some search engines penalize web sites if the search terms of the Meta Keywords tag don't appear in the body text of the web page. You don't use the Meta Keywords tag so there won't be any problems with the search engines in this aspect.
